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Approval of common policies for libraries participating in Georgia Library Public Information Network for Electronic Services (PINES) is a responsibility that the elected members of the PINES Executive Committee take very seriously.   

PINES Subcommittees play a vital role in reviewing and recommending suggested policy changes to the Executive Committee.  The Subcommittees are composed of representatives from member libraries; these representatives, who are often seen as leaders in the public library community, are nominated from member libraries as representing best professional practices.  

Representatives serve on a rotating basis to ensure that a broad spectrum of libraries has the opportunity to be represented on the subcommittees.  

In order to maintain diversity in viewpoint and to allow as many libraries as possible to participate, each library system will have a maximum of one representative per committee at any one time.  

All nominees are carefully considered by the PINES Executive Committee, which has the final approval of the representatives on each Subcommittee, and also has the authority to create additional standing or ad hoc subcommittees to address areas of concern to PINES member libraries.

Because the Subcommittees play a critical role in recommending policy to the PINES Executive Committee, the Executive Committee may remove a subcommittee member at any time, if, in the judgment of the Executive Committee, the subcommittee member consistently declines to participate in subcommittee assignments and decision-making, or if the subcommittee member is not significantly contributing to the work of the subcommittee as a whole.
