Discussion Items

DI1. RDA Timeline
Recently PINES cataloging subcommittee members have finished a discussion on when PINES cataloging community should adopt RDA (Resource Description & Access), the new cataloging standard that is replacing AACR2. A vast majority of sub-committee members agree that PINES should go ahead with planning to adopt RDA sooner rather than later and thus the sub-committee has recommended that PINES adopt RDA as early as September 2014 and no later than September 2015."

DI2. Outreach User
Lee and Dougherty County Libraries feel the Outreach profile needs to be further defined and refined. It is apparent from the PINES generated reports that many systems are not following the current PINES definition of Outreach.   

  
1. Fines-there are no fines attached
2. Long Overdue is not working
3. Varying interpretations among library systems as to the definition of Outreach
4. There are no restrictions on DVDs, New Books, Games, etc. - 
5. The checkout period is too long (6 months total): 2 months plus 2 renewals gives a person a 6 month checkout period.
6.  Need total revamping of the Outreach profile with better definition of Outreach. 

What is homebound? As per the definition, it is not homeschoolers and it is not teachers.

Definition as per PINES Policy “Outreach is for outreach users such as homebound users. This user may have an unlimited number of items checked out simultaneously. The user presently has no blocks assigned to it. User is not billable. User may have a total of 15 simultaneous holds.”
All items circulating to “Outreach” users have a loan duration of 2 months with 2 renewals
